In the North West of England there are 11 routes which can be found in the Routes by Region section of the website.  On each route, waypoints will be found which give information and directions to help you navigate your way.  We have:-

1. The Bishop Bennet Way is a 55km (34 miles) route in South West Cheshire. It runs from below Beeston Castle, west towards the Welsh border, passing by Tattanhall and Aldford before turning south and east past Farndon towards Malpas and Whitchurch. The route is named after an eighteenth century traveller who once explored the area.
2. Coddington Loop - The Coddington Loop is a 13km (8 mile) circular ride that links with the Bishop Bennet Way.
The Eden Valley Loops were launched on 24th June 2010 and showcase the beautiful scenery of the Lake District and the North Pennines. The Loops can be ridden singly or joined together to form a 135km (84 mile) ride that also links to the Pennine Bridleway. A special thank you goes to the local volunteers, land owners, Cumbria County Council and Lake District National Park Authority for their unfailing support of this project.  

3. Eden Valley Loop 1 - Loadpot Hill is a16km (10 mile) circular probably best completed clockwise for the views. 

4. Eden Valley Loop 2 – River Lowther Valley is a 32 km (20 mile) circular.

5.
Eden Valley Loop 3 - River Lyvennet Valley is a 32 km (20 mile) circular. 

6.
Eden Valley Loop 4 - Great Asby is a 29 km (18 mile) circular.

7.
Eden Valley Loop 5 - Crosby Garrett is a 21 km (13 mile) circular.

8.
Middlewood Way – An 11km (7 mile) horse friendly section of the Middlewood Way along the former Macclesfield, Bollington and Marple Railway through picturesque Cheshire countryside.
9.
Penine Bridleway - The Pennine Bridleway National Trail was planned and designed specifically for horse riders, cyclists and walkers. It will eventually run from Middleton Top in Derbyshire to Byrness in Northumberland, distance of 560km (350 miles). Already, there are 192km open from Derbyshire to the Mary Townley Loop and also The Settle Loop in the Yorkshire Dales National Park (16km/10 miles).

10.
Storth – 16km (10 miles) circular route that will take approximately 2.5 hours to ride.  The ride takes you through Beetham village and past Hazelslack Tower, part of a medieval Hall circa. 1375.  You will also ride past Heron Corn Mill, one of the few working mills in the area.
11.
Trans Pennine Trail West – The Trans Pennine trail is an exciting multi user route for walkers, cyclists and horse riders linking the North and Irish seas, passing through the Pennines, alongside rivers and canals and through some of the most historic towns and cities in the North of England. The western section is from Plex Moss Lane to Dunford Bridge, a distance of109km (68 miles). 
 Coming soon….  A 9km (5.5 mile) circular ride through woodlands near Mirfield in Kirklees.
